By Car
Please enter postcode FY3 8PP when using a Satnav – this will take you to East Park Drive where the Zoo is located. Please then proceed to the car park. If you then walk into the Main Entrance, you will be met and issued with a Car Park ticket which you will need to display in your vehicle.

By Rail 
The closest train station to the Zoo is Blackpool North, it is approximately a 5-minute walk into town where you can catch the No:20 bus or you can catch a Taxi from the rank outside Blackpool North.  I am not 100% sure but I would imagine you are looking at approximately £10 fare from the Station to the Zoo.
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
